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For Wal-Mart does BPA-Free Really Mean BPA-Free?

Last year, Wal-Mart received major kudos from parents, consumers, and health advocates for pledging to stop selling baby bottles made with the hormone-damaging chemical, bisphenol A (BPA). Major news organizations, including the Washington Post, USA Today, and the New York Times all hailed Wal-Mart’s decision to put children’s health first.

Yet, despite their pledge, Wal-Mart is attempting to undermine efforts to eliminate BPA in baby bottles in Washington State by requesting an amendment to allow up to 3000 parts per billion of BPA in baby bottles. The effect of this would mean infants would receive a dose of BPA up to hundreds of times greater than levels shown to cause serious health effects.

The Truth Behind the Numbers

Wal-Mart’s proposal would actually allow the same baby bottles it pledged to remove from its stores to be sold on store shelves!
